REMINDER - CALL FOR PAPERS 
 
Papers that have been accepted will be included in the Conference website and published after the 
Conference. There is also a possibility that some will be selected by Turespaña of Spain’s Ministry 
of Industry, Tourism and Commerce for publication in a special Spanish edition as well as in future 
INRouTe documentation.  
 
Regarding the running of the Conference, all authors of submitted papers are invited to attend.  
Authors are expected to actively participate in the Conference session under which their 
submission falls, providing thoughtful contributions to the discussion as well as additional 
clarification regarding their own work if so required. All Conference participants will have the 
opportunity to view central papers, critical contributions, panellists’ papers and abstracts of 
received papers prior to each session in order to support a more informed discussion.  
 
Full papers should be submitted by 18th of October 2009.  
 
Formatting the material for submission: 
1. Title Page including title, subtitle and complete contact information of the author(s): name, 

affiliation, address, telephone, fax, email and website. 
2. Abstract (1 – 2 pages, 1.5 spaced) should be written with the aim of making it interesting and 

comprehensible to participants in general and not only to specialists in the topic. 
3. Full-length papers (10-20 pages) must not exceed a maximum of TWENTY pages (when typed 

with 1.5-spaced in 11 or 12 point font on standard A4 sheets).  
- Papers may be written in either English or Spanish but will not be translated into or from 

other languages (only the abstracts will be translated) 
- All submitted material (text, tables, graphs and figures) must be compiled in one file. 
- Description of standard layout for full-length paper: 

 Title Page including the following information: 
– Subtitle: Conference session (Number, title) 
– Name(s) of the author(s) (first name, last name) 
– Institution, department, position 
– Street Address 
– City, country 
– E-mail address, telephone, fax 

 Abstract (English or Spanish) 
 Body text (English or Spanish) 
 References: all references should be in alphabetical order, indicated in the text by 

name(s) of the author(s) and the year of publication in round parentheses. 
 
Note: Conference sessions will offer simultaneous translation in English and Spanish.
